A. Engineering education

The higher education in technical and engeneering fields is awarded in Luxembourg through two different channels:

1. Higher education at the “Université du Luxembourg”


Since the reform of 2003, the new created University of Luxemburg has taken over as sole institution in Luxembourg the education in technical and engineering fields. Its faculty of sciences, technologie and communication is structured in five sectors: informatics, engineering, mathematics, physics and materials, life sciences. Still under further development it actually issues the following degrees:

2.
Universities/Grandes Ecoles abroad


Before 2003, the studies of the Luxembourg Engineers were developped only abroad as it is still the situation for most of the academic (master) studies. Once students are admitted there, they are compelled to follow the rules in force in the countries at issue. The Engineering diploma is awarded by the University or the Grande Ecole at issue. This title may be homologated in Luxembourg. (see paragraph B).

B. Academic titles

The title of Engineer obtained at a foreign institution may be homologated in Luxembourg according to the law of 17 June 1963 protecting higher education titles (see appendix II). The title “Engineer” is awarded by ministerial Decree, upon favourable advise by the “Commission des titres”.

The “Association Luxembourgeoise des Ingénieurs” asbl (A.L.I.) enrols as members only Engineers homologated as such . (see in appendix III enclosed statutes). It is member of the Commission des Titres.

 Only those engineers correspond to the CLAIU Register.
C. Academic title protection

The academic degree of Engineer is protected by the law 17 June 1963. Nobody shall use the title “Engineer” unless authorised by a ministerial Decree (see appendix II).

D. Curricula and duration of studies

According to the provisions and rules in force in the countries at issue.

The University of Luxembourg provides studies for bachelor and master, as well as doctorates according to the Bologna convention.

G. Access to the profession and regulation

Public function


Nobody can be admitted in the public administrations in an  Engineering function unless his/her title is homologated by ministerial decree. 

Private function


The Engineering profession is not regulated exept for independent activities (see below appendix IV) . There exists, however, an indirect protection through the above mentioned register.

Independant engineering professionals, Engineers consultants, etc. have to be admitted by the “Ordre des Architectes et des Ingénieurs - Conseils”.  (See appendix IV) for authorization of establishment.

Internationally the ALI defends the engineering interests as a member of CLAIU-EU.

The list of A.L.I.’s members entails for each member, the foreign institution awarding the diploma, year of graduating and occupation.
